IV. Review Mission Statement – There were no changes to the Mission Statement.

V. Review and Approve Action Plan for Year – Item 12 is missing from the one handed out regarding a 25% steward ship contract.  Goal is to have all boards pass resolution in support of the action plan. Sierra County has already done and it will be circulated as an example.  Language of support and what level?  Healthy forest , sustainable.  Template for language?  

In preface/introduction to Action plan – amend geographic area covered. Add to 10 “Maintain and expand/enhance the existing forest products infrastructure” “associated energy infrastructure” “forest products and bio energy”  Trinity watershed/Del Norte.

Watersheds that drain into the central valley or provide water to . . . 

A lack a response constitutes your acceptance.

Unique in mission promoting the well being of forest health, and local govt representation on their board.  Resolution before their board – “sierra nevada forestry and community initiative”.  Managing forest, reducing risk of fire.  Policy, investment, science and research put light on, status quo not acceptable.  Collaborating and finding consensus.  Resolution is on their website. Suggestion that SNC sign on to SFAC and that SFAC endorse via letter the SNC efforts.
