This meeting was a combined meeting of the SFAC members and Forest Service Regional Office representatives who normally meet between our Congressionally sponsored meetings.  In addition, the morning meeting was larger than our normal SFAC sub-committee because we were combining the morning meeting with a normal quarterly meeting of SFAC members.  

The morning agenda was an open discussion on the items that will be part of our next general Congressionally sponsored meeting.  The date for this meeting has been set for May 29th and will be held at the Forest Service Training Center at McClellan in Sacramento.  The specific items discussed for this meeting were;

1. Social and Economics;  We had a broad and long discussion on how to work together to address Counties concerns on how this topic is included as a meaningful section and Purpose and Need of project NEPA documents.  Specific points from this discussion were;

· SFAC and FS for a small working group that will work with Warren Jensen and CSU Chico to address and hopefully develop a working document that can be used as a guideline for NEPA documents.  

· SFAC will request current S/E documents or information that each County may already have to assist in determining the type and breadth of S/E input

· Warren will update his proposal on what and how information can be gathered and analyzed to be useful within individual project documents.

· The working group will also review and discuss appropriate Purpose and Need statements for projects and the possible level of informational needs. 

· Discussion on how coordination between Counties and individual Forests and projects can occur.  As previously discussed, Counties want to be aware and provided the opportunity to discuss and participate in individual NEPA and project work.

· Review and discuss the PSW Science Synthesis to support Forest Plan Revisions and specifically Chapter 9, the S/E and Cultural components.

· SFAC working group will be Bill Wickman (SFAC Spokesperson and Plumas), Jack Swenney (El Dorado), Marcia Armstrong (Siskiyou), Sean Curtis (Modoc), Roger Jaegel (Trinity) and Frank Stewart (Fire Safe Council).

· Forest Service working group to begin the process are Barnie Gyant, Debra Whitall and Joe Stringer.

· The first meeting will be held on March 14th at the Mendocino NF meeting room in Willows and will begin at 0900.

2. Further our discussions on the Sierra Nevada and Cascades Dialog.

· There is still an over-all feeling from the Counties that the dialog and subsequent information  and guidance is not addressing or meeting the needs of our rural communities.  

· Provide the Statements of Understanding that have been developed as result of the dialog to date.

· Discuss how input into the PSW Science Synthesis for Forest Plan Updates and the SN Cascade dialog have been coordinated or have they.

· Discuss the process that was used for selection of contributers, such as Sierra Forest Legacy, into the development of sections of the Science Synthesis.  Was there any consideration given to coordination with Counties in this process other than through the specific Dialog sessions?

3. Communication between individual Forest and Counties.  The intent of this item is to review how each County has taken the opportunity to follow through on the stated issues as well as outline the results of such requests.

· SFAC will request specific information from individual Counties that will provide specific topics, dates, who they contacted for the meeting and the results, i.e. did the meeting happen or not.  

· Forest Service will provide information on how they have addressed past County coordination requests and discussions, i.e. formal direction, discussion at Regional Leadership meetings or other methods.  Specific items from past meetings involved coordination in general, Travel Management Plans and more involvement and coordination in projects. (I may have missed some others).

4. Update of Regional targets and accomplishments in areas that were presented at our August 2012 meeting.

· For timber outputs and targets, products (sawlog, biomass and firewood) and active litigation.

For Hazardous fuels, by Forest, acres, mechanical (that produces a product), prescribed burn, other (wildland fire ac., grapple piling, hand thin and pile and mastication)
